Cut ceiling hole at g46mm (1 & 13/16
inches).

Note: Due to small luminaire size
drivers must be located remotely; cut out
is too small for dimmable drivers to pass
through.

Pull driver side connector through

hole and connect to the luminaire side
connector. See electrical instructions for
wiring schematic.

Using installation springs, install fixture
into the ceiling.

2. Changing the optic
WARNING [uminaire may be hot.

Remove the fixture from the ceiling.
Hold the bezel and pull downwards. Tilt
fixture in the direction of one of the
installation springs and continue to pull
down before straightening the fixture
and pulling down.

WARNING caution springs can pinch
fingers. Handle with care.

Using the indents, remove the luminaire
module by unscrewing anti-clockwise.
Remove the fixture snoot by unscrewing
anti-clockwise.

Remove the optic with a sharp pull. Do
not twist the optic during removal.
Note the detail on the underside of the
optic. The 2 side cavities on the optic
must be placed over the solder pads of
the PCB. Press the optic onto the PCB
and hold for 10 seconds.

Slide the snoot back over the optic.
Press the optic down while screwing the
cap on anti-clockwise.

WARNING Do not overtighten.

Return inner module to fixture housing
by screwing in from the back.

NOTE Maintain correct polarity when wiring. Incorrect wiring will cause serious damage and
will not be covered by warranty. Must be installed according to SELV regulations.
Wire specification: 22 AWG, 80.65mm diameter double insulated teflon wire.
